May I request you to ensure that the candidates backed by your party, if any follow the code of 
conduct in letter and spirit.  In particular, I seek your co-operation in directing the candidates not to 
use printed posters, deface public property, and take out processions without explicit permission of 
the Election Officers. I also take this opportunity to seek your help in not issuing posters and other 
publicity material in the name of your party/organization or its youth wing till the time the results 
for the DUSU elections 2015 are declared. This will act as a deterrent and will help us to conduct the 
DUSU election properly.
