DU Literature Festival: An administrative perspective

Dr Vikas Gupta, Registrar, University
of Delhi, shares the administrative
vision, coordination framework, and
institutional significance of the ‘Delhi
University Literature Festival’. Interview
by Dr Sanjay Verma, Chief Editor, DU
Literature Festival Newsletter, OSD, Delhi
School of Journalism.

Q1. As the Registrar, you are closely
involved in the day-to-day functioning
of the University. When a large cultural-
academic initiative like the DU Literature
Festival is planned, how do you view it
from an administrative perspective?

A. You know, academic institutions of
higher learning should always endeavour
to excel in extracurricular activities
while striving for the highest standards
in curricular aspects.

Q3. From approvals and timelines to
logistics and coordination, much of the
work happens behind the scenes. From
an administrative point of view, which
aspects of the Literature Festival required
the most careful planning?

A. Although, every aspect of work in
such an event is important like a ‘bead
in a string of pearl necklace’, it would be
inappropriate to classify the nature of
work in terms of relative importance.

Therefore, | would like to emphasize that
collective endeavour of the entire team
of officials would be essential for smooth
conduct of this commemorative event.

Q4. Delhi University is a large and diverse

institution. Does hosting a university-
wide literature festival add to DU’s
institutional identity? In what ways do
you think it strengthens the University as
a collective space?

A. The global stature of the University
has seen a steady upward movement as
reflected through various International
Rankings, especially in last few years.

It clearly indicates that the University
is making its presence more prominent
than ever before during this time under
the stellar leadership of our Hon’ble Vice-
Chancellor.

Therefore, this extra-curricular literary
endeavour of this University, the first
of its kind, through the Delhi University
Literature Festival, is definitely going to
add a new feather in the glorious success
story of this Institution of Eminence.

The confluence of authors, poets, artists,
artisans, academicians, scholars in
this literary event is definitely going to
strengthen the collective academic space
of this University in a big way.

Q5. From your experience, do you feel
that initiatives like the DU Literature
Festival should become a regular feature
of the University calendar? What would
that mean administratively in the long
run?

A. As you would appreciate that any
disjointed academic endeavour would
seldom lead to continuity and perpetuity,
it is, therefore, imperatively ingrained in
the thought process in the University that
an academic endeavour in the nature of
literature festival will definitely become a
perpetual phenomenon for this University.

However, the periodicity of organization
of such a literary event would depend
upon operational feasibility as well as
administrative convenience in future.

Q6. Based on the preparations so far, are
there any administrative suggestions you
would like to share that could further
strengthen the planning and execution
of such large-scale academic or cultural
events?

A. | would like to reiterate here that no
public system can be perfect in terms of

planning and execution but given the
present level of preparedness and the
future planning, | feel that we are on
the right course of action at this stage of
preparation.

Having said that, let me assure you that
every measure will be taken for tackling
any evolving situations administratively
depending upon operational requirement.

Q7. Every major initiative comes with its
own challenges. From the administration’s
perspective, were there any particular
challenges in organising the Literature
Festival, and how were they addressed?

A. Challenges are ingrained in any
collective institutional endeavour and
the art of administration is to overcome
the challenges in a seamless manner and
organize an event exactly the way it has
been conceived at the outset.

Having said that, let me assure you, that
the University administration would take
every possible measure to make this event
a historically significant one.

Q8. Budget planning is always an
important aspect. From an administrative
viewpoint, how do you assess the
adequacy of the allocated resources for
an event of this scale?

A. Financial resources definitely act as a
backbone for organizing an event of this
magnitude. The University has already
allocated adequate financial resources for
this purpose.

Further, | feel that collaborations and
coordination with appropriate institutions
will also add to the financial pool of this
event.

Q9. Finally, as Registrar, what message
would you like to share with the faculty
members, students, and organising
teams who are working together to make
the DU Literature Festival a success?
