Learning Objectives:   

• To introduce the ancient Tamil literary corpus called Sangam literature. 

• To explain the ancient Tamil literary texts in the framework of the Tiṇai 
concept,i.e.,Akam (Interior feelings,i.e.,love) and Puṟam (Exterior 
actions,i.e.,heroic poems on war, ferocity, death, glory of kings, personal 
virtue, social values, etc.) theories defined by Tolkāppiyar in his treatise. 

•  To elucidate the seven kinds of Akam themes, such as Kuṟiñci, Mullai, 
Marudam, Neydal, Pālai, Kaikkiḷai,and Peruntiṇai,and seven kinds of 
Puṟam themes, such as Veṭci, Vañci, Uḻiñai, Tumbai, Vāgai, Kāñci, and 
Pāḍāṇ.  

• To discuss and deliberate on the unique characteristics of Tiṇai poetry, its 
two uniqueliterary techniques such as ‘Uḷḷuṟai’ (hidden metaphor) 
and‘Iṟaicci’ (implied meaning), ethical and social values.  

Course learning outcomes:  

• The course would enable the students to understand Tiṇai concept of Sangam 
poems, viz.  Akam and Puṟam themes in the backdrop of akam and puṟam 
theories of Tolkāppiyam.  

• Thestudents would acquire proper knowledge about seven love themes, such as 
sexual union oflovers, yearning, sulking, pining, and separation, and seven 
non-love themes, such as cattleraid, beginning of invasion, seizing of fort, 
pitched battle, victory, transient nature of victory, and praise over the victory. 
And they would comprehend the ability of realizing the ecological knowledge 
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of Tamil minds of bygone era and the metaphorical references of flora and 
fauna described in the Sangam classics.

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  Course Overview: 

The course aims to make students aware of modern Tamil dramatic literature and to illustrate 
the Tamil literary trends and movements that have influenced modern Tamil dramatic texts. It 
also seeks to familiarize students with the various forms, themes, techniques, historical 
backgrounds, theories, concepts, structures, and aesthetic sensibilities of prominent Tamil 
dramatic texts from the ancient, modern, and postmodern periods. 

Course learning outcomes: 

The course will enlighten students on the contents, forms, and aesthetic features such as poetic 
and rhetorical elements employed in Tamil dramas. Students will be able to understand, analyse, 
and interpret Tamil dramatic literature from the medieval, modern, and contemporary periods, 
along with the various literary and theatre movements and ideologies that emerged across these 
eras.

COURSE OBJECTIVES 
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This course aims to provide students with a comprehensive understanding of Tamil 
temple culture by examining its historical evolution, religious foundations, social 
functions, and artistic expressions. It highlights the temple as not merely a place of 
worship but as a vital cultural institution that shaped Tamil identity through rituals, 
festivals, architectural grandeur, literary patronage, and community participation. The 
course encourages students to view temples as centres of faith, power, economy, and 
cultural continuity. 
 
Course Outcomes 
 
On successful completion of this course, students will be able to understand the 
historical evolution of Tamil temples, identify the key features of temple architecture 
and structural styles, and analyze the development of sculptural art and iconography. 
They will gain the ability to interpret temple rituals, worship practices, and festival 
traditions within their cultural and social contexts, while also recognizing the close 
relationship between temples and allied arts such as dance, drama, painting, and 
culinary traditions. Students will further be able to assess the impact of modernization 
on traditional temple culture and appreciate the continuing relevance of temples in 
shaping Tamil religious and cultural identity. 
 

Unit I: Origin and Early Development of Tamil Temples                    (15 hours)  
 
 
This unit examines the emergence and evolution of temples in Tamil Nadu with 
reference to Tolkappiyam and early forms of divine worship. It explores the types and 
structural nature of Sangam-period temples and analyses temple-related references 
found in Sangam literature. Descriptions of temples in Silappatikaram and Manimekalai 
are also studied to understand their historical, cultural, and religious significance. 
 

Unit II: Temple Architecture and Structural Evolution                          (10 hours)  
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This unit focuses on the development of temple architecture during the Pallava, 
Pandya, and Chola periods. It studies the principles of South Indian temple 
construction, including vimanas, mandapas, sanctums, gopurams, and 
circumambulatory paths. The revival of temple architecture under the Cholas and the 
architectural contributions of the Vijayanagara and Nayak rulers are examined. It also 
includes the growth of temple structures in the twentieth century and the role of central 
and state governments in temple conservation and preservation. 

Unit III: Sculpture and Iconography                                                          (10 hours)  
This unit deals with the development of sculptural art in Tamil temples, especially in 
Saiva traditions. It covers the formation of divine icons, materials used in image-
making, and post-sculpting rituals such as eye-opening and application of sacred 
substances. The unit also includes religious iconography, the three forms of Lord 
Vishnu, and the structural and iconographic features of rural deity temples and folk 
divine representations. 
 Unit IV: Temple Rituals, Festivals and Allied Arts                            (10 hours) 
 
This unit explores temple worship practices, rituals, and festivals as reflected in literary 
traditions. It examines differences between major deity worship and folk deity worship, 
modes of worship, naivedya traditions, and the objectives and social impact of temple 
festivals. The unit also studies temple-related arts such as dance, drama, painting, 
sculpture, and culinary traditions, along with the influence of modernization and 
contemporary changes on traditional temple culture.

Focusing on Kongu, Pandya, and Tondaimandalam regions, it 
explores how caste, gender, power, and religion shape these narratives through selected case 
studies and key folklore and performance theories.

Students will understand core concepts of Tamil oral tradition and performance, analyze social 
influences on epic formation, compare major oral epics and their styles, evaluate their shift from 
ritual to print/digital forms, recognize links between orality, memory, and history, and apply 
theory to interpret these narratives as both text and performance.
