Apex Court in respect of Category - II (Shashi Kiran batch). The 

Executive Council approved the recommendations of the Task Force duly 

accepted by the Finance Committee at its meeting held on 20.2.2017. 

2. While the draft SLP in respect of Category - 11 (Sbashi Kiran batch) sent to
