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All are informed that vector-borne diseases like dengue, chikungunya and malaria are
spreading in Delhi during the rainy season. In view of this, it has been observed that waste
material is lying on the roofs or open spaces of various departments of the university.
Accumulation of rainwater may lead to the breeding of mosquitoes. MCD officials are
regularly visiting the university and issuing challans in case of mosquito breeding.

All the Deans/ Heads/ Directors/ PICs/ of Faculty/Department/ Centres, along with
caretakers of the university premises, are requested to take extra precautions and safety
measures to stop vector-borne discases and remove all waste items from the university
premises at the earliest where the higher possibility of accumulation of rainwater and
mosquito breeding. The concerned department will be fully rcsponsiblc for any challan issued

by the MCD for this purpose.
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
